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Two firlt Principles, or two “Gods, one 
good, and the other evil; and the fecond 
was called Demow: yet this is a Truth 
clear enough, that the Heathen did ac- 
knowledge one only Sovereign God, and 
Matter above ‘the reft. There are indeed 
‘many Contradictions in their Writings, 
which we will not undertake to reconcile 5 

but certain it is, that many, yea the moft 
confiderable among them, believed this 
one only God, and Plutarch  himfelt af 
firms it, for he introduces Cleombutus, fay- 
ing, that the Sroicks were of the fame 

Opinion with him, and. that they held, 
_ that in fo great Multitude of Gods, there 
was but one Eternal and Immortal, and 
that all rhe reft have had a Being by Birth, | 
and fhall have an End by Death, It was 
Plato’s Doctrine’ in Tggeo at Parm. Celfus. 
Jikewife nameth one God, who is above - 
all. Apuleius relating ‘Plato’s Opinion fays 
that he believ’d but one God, who made 
all Things, and who is the Giver of all 

good Things. St. Aufiz, takes notice of 
his doftrine De civit. Dei.l. 9. cap. 16. and 
Vives in his Notes quotes thofe Places 
of he where it is aflerted.

in Afclepius teaches every where, that 
there is one God: Deus uzus, faith he, 
more than once, Solus & merito Solus,

«© and afterwards Men, have been crea- 
“ ted ; the only Gavdsnoriokehe World,

depend upon his Will. Chriftotle tells us, — 
that it is acommon Opinion received o 
all Men, that all Things are of God: As 
for him, he believes that there is but one 
God, who perfeveth all Things. 

~ Jt fhould be noted, that tho’ Platarch 
{peaks of two, yet it doth not appear 
that his Opinion was that thefe two 
Gods were equally fupreme, for himfelf 
called one Demon, and finds a vaft dif. 
ference betwixt the great Gods and the 
Demons ; for in the fame Treatife he af- 
firms, that what the Fable relates of 
Ofiortsand Typho did happen neither to the 
Gods, nor to Men, but to fome great _ 
Dzmons who proved ftronger than Men: 

and 
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and yet their Nature is not purely di- 
vine, but compounded of a {piritual and 
corporeal Being : whereupon he declares 
the Opinion of Plato, who faith, that 
the Demons are between the Gods and * 
Men; and that I/s and Ofiris had been 
changed from good Demons «ito 
Gods, becaufe of their Vertues. Plutarch 
doth not admit of two Principles only, 
but puts a third betwixt them, and fay 
that they called the good one Oromazes; 
the evil Arimazius, andthe third Mithres : 
He tells us farther, that this Oppofition 
betwixt two Principles, is found only, in 
this lower World, under the Moon ; that 
thefe oats Powers are not equal, and 

es the beft is the ftrongeft. : He quatesHo- ‘ ass, who. calls Supiter the Mafter, the Governor, the Lord of the whole 

World. : Laftly, in the fame Place-he 
owns one God, that rules aad governs

“ Men, thefe Demons do carry to the 
‘ Gods, the Prayers of Men, and from

crifices ; and from Gods; »Commands. 
and Rewards: And by this Channel. we. 
have all that concerns PrediCtions, Sa- 

‘ crifices, Inchantments, the Art of Divi- 
‘ nationand Magick: for God doth not 
‘ communicate himfelf unto Man, but 
¢ all the Communication is by the Media- 
‘ tion of Demons, and by them the 
€ Gods fpeak to Men, whether when 
‘ they areawake, or when they are afleep. 
Plutarch {ays, that to takeaway Demons, 
is to take away the Communication be. - 
tween the Gods and Men; that they 
believe not that the Gods are prefent 

at their Sacrifices, neither do they take 

he 

notice of, them perfonally, but that Bu- 
finefs is committed: to-the Miniftets of 
the Gods, viz. the Demons; that not 
the Gods, but the Demons did prefide 
in the Oracles; that jt is fit we fhould 
believe. .the Gods aré wholly freed from 
t= wie all 
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all Commerce with T hings on the Earth : 
Yea it was a Demon named Phebus who 
{poke in the Oracle at Delphos. Finally 
he tells us, that he hath taken away the 
Art of Divination from the Gods, to 
appropriate it abfolutely to the Demons. 
It is alfo the Opinion of Apaleius, in the 
fore-cited Place, wherein he attributes 
to Demons all the Miracles that are 
wrought, all che Prophefies of Things to 
come, and all Sacrifices. 

That if the People of Lyfra cryed out, 
feeing a Miracle done by the Apoftles, 
that the Gods become like Men, were come 
down to them,there were no reafon tothink 
that they fpake of the Celeftial Gods; 
the Demons, whofe Habitation was the 
higheft part ¢ of the Air, were alfo called 
Gods, as Plutarch hath obferved. Of the 

Oracles ceafed, a. 8. 16. Ifis and Ofris, 
n. 12. That every Demon, did bear 
the Name of that Celeftial God, whofe 
Minifter he was. The Philofophers like- 
wife attributed to Demons whatfoever 
the Poets faid of the Gods, coming 
down npan the Barth; ae Plutarch quot- 

mg iy 
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a Pythagoras; _ Xenocrates and Crif ippus 
for it, as holding the fame Opinion. Plato 
in Timeo faith, that Saturn, Fupiter, Fano, 
and the reft were Demons, and fpeaks 
of their being begotten. Trifrmegifias i in 
Afclepius faith, That there is an Admi- 
niftrator between Heaven and Earth, 
whom we call ‘fupiter; and that there is 
another Fupiter Platonius, who hath Do- 
minion over the Earth, and the Sea, and 
who feeds Animals and Plants, dnd pla- 
ces both thefe Fupiters under the So- 
vereign God: It may be faid, that the 
Apoftles Miracle feemed fo great to the 
People of Ly/tra, that it made them raife 
up their Thoughts immediately to the 
Celeftial Gods, and to call for Sacrifices, 
which the Prieft did not oppofe ; their 
Bufinefs 5 being to keep the People in 
their blind Devotion; but from thence 
ho Conclufion can bé drawn againft 
what we read of the Doétrine com- 
monly Held among the Heathen. | 

 Celfus freak’ not what is afcribed tc 
him; and what is truly quoted of him, 
thews plainly that he believ’da Sovereign

fuch Portion of a Divine Thing, as in- 
abled them to be Mediators, Interpre- 
ters, and Tranfaétors in all’ manner of 
Bufineffes betwixt the Gods and Men: | 

Tho’ the Platonicians did believe a kind | 

of Demons that had never been Men, 
yet they believ’d likewife, that the Souls 
of great Men were glorify’d after there 
Death, and became Demons. (a) Apuleius

¢ by Men as Divinities, as Amphiarnus 
© in Boetia, Mopfus in Africa; Afi risin Eoypt, 
‘ Aefculapius every where: And that thefe 
‘ were that fort of Demons who had 
‘ been formerly in Human Bodies... But 
‘ that there is another kind of Demons, 
¢ Nobler and more Excellent, which 

Plato: His Dialogue intitled Cratylus, was 
compos’d to fhew the Signification of 
Words, and how they agree with the 

Things themfelves:, Socrates ats the part 
of a Fudge, between Hermozenes, Pythagoras 
and Cratylus, a Follower of Heraclitus ; 
this is he, who for the moft. part ex- 
pounds Names; obferve what. they 
fay of the Name of Demons ;* Do you 
‘ know, faith Socrates, who. thiofe are 
* that Hefiodus calls Demons? Hermes 
‘ anfwers, I know not Socrates: And 
‘do you not know that fort of Men 
¢ which he calls the Golden Race?. Hermos 

‘ genes 
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* genes replies, I know that Socrates fays, 
That when that Race of Men was co- 

vered with Death, they were called 
Demons, Saints raifed up above the 
the Harth, Guardians of Mortal Men, 
and their Proteétors againft the Evils 
thatmight happen to them. Hermoge- 
nes. What do you conclude from that? 
Socrates. I believe that he calls a Golden 
Race, not that which i is ‘made of that 

Metal, but a fort of Men very vittus 
ous and excellent in all Things; but 
that which makes me believe it, is be- 

caufe he faith that we are a Generation 

of Iron. Hermes. You fay true Socra- 
tes; Do you not think then that if 
there were amongft us any honeft Man, 
that he was of that Golden Generation, 
according to Hefiodus his Opinion ¢ 
Hermes. It ought to be fo Socrates ; 

Are honeft Men any thing elfe but 
wife Men? Hermes, Certainly they 
are wife Men. Socrates. He calleth 

therefore, as I think, that fort of Mez 
Demons, becaufe they were wife and 
learned ; for according to the ancient 
ea! ‘ Diae 
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‘ Diale&t. of our Language, this Name 
* is given:'to them that are fuch: there- 
¢ fore both he, and other Poets in great 
oN umbers do Gant perfectly well, when 
¢ they fay that after a Man is dead well, 
‘ he receives a great Reward, and that 
“he is made'a Demon, according to the 
* Title due to his Wifdom: As for me, 

I fear not’ to affirm, that every good 
Man is‘a Demon, and that he fhould 

“be fo called both in his Life-time, and 
after his Death. St. Auflin doubted 
not but this was the Platomick Do&trine, 
fince the Title of one of his Chapters is 
this, Dé'Civitate Deis 1.9. c. 11. Of ‘the 
Platonician’s Opinion, who believe that the 
Souls of Men are Demons after they are gone 
ott of their Bodies. Plutarch in his Trea- 
tile of the Familiar Spirit of Socrates, faith 
exprelly, That the deify'd Souls became De- 
mI0MS and take care of Men. |

After this it cannot be faid- that Plato 
did not'teach, that there were Demons 
which had been Mex, and thefe very -De- 
gions WETE efteemed the true Mediators 

be- | 
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betwixt the celeftial Gods and Men, who 

carried the Prayers up to Heaven, and 
brought down. ,Bleflings and Rewards ; 
who received the Oblations, and return- 

ed Anfwers. ‘This is precifely what He- 
fiodus taught : He was a Poet, I confefs, 
but befides that, the Poets were the Peo- 

-ple’s Divines ; this is quoted as a great 
Author, and we have feen before that it 
is particularly upon his Opinion that 
Sdcrates in Plato groundeth his touching 
Demons; tho’ he maketh likewife, that 

many other Poets had faid the fame 
Things. Hear how Plato {peaks in an- | 
other Place upon the fame Subje&t, Shall 
we not believe Hefiodus? Surely after the 

| Men of this fort be dead, they are conftituted 

Demons, Saints, and rais’d up above the 

' Farth (very sood 3) and appointed to pre- 
ferve mortal Men from Evil, and to protect 
them; (truly we believe 1 it fo.) 

Here we fhould particularly take, No- 
tice of Plato’s Opinion, becaufe his Seé& 
was very much followed in St. Paul’s 
Time. Vives, upon the laft quoted 

: Place 
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Place of St. Aujtin, doth obferve, that 
the Sentiments of Philofophers,. tho’ of 
the fame Sect, were .very different a- 
bout the Gods, and that Apuleius was 
of another Opinion than Plato in that 
Point ; and { cannot find that Plato di- 

ftinguifhes, as Apuleius does, two forts 
of Demons, whereof fome had- been 
Men, and others not: Yea, Apuleius 
fays only that Philofophers did fuppofe 
three forts of Gods, viz. a fovereign 

one, the firft and only God of that Or- 
der, above the World, and incorporeal : 
after him the Planets, and the other Di- 
vinities, called Celeftial ; and then, laft- 
ly, they whom the ancient Romans 
named Medioximi, whofe Quality, Power 
and ‘Habitation were below that of cele- 
ftial Gods, and above that of Men. But 
there he makes no Diftin@tion of Demons, 
and all that he fays will not make us be. 
lieve otherwife, but that he meant thofe 
Souls of Men which (in his Opinion) be- 
ing: feparated from their Bodies, became 
Demons, being rais’d up to that middle 
«Nature betwixt the Gods and Men, 
which he calls oi sos Demons, and to 

| whom 



< Spirit a 
whom he alfo gives the Name of Gods, 
It’s true, he likewife allows the Name 
of Daemon to Saturn, Rea, Fupiter, 
“Fano, and others that were -accounted 
celeftial Gods; but we mutt obferve, 
that the moft common Opinion was, 
that thofe Gods had been Men, and that 
the fame was conftantly believ’d of 
them ; which Plutarch faith of Ifis and 

Ofiris, ‘of Hercules and Bacchus, viz. that 

of Demons they had been made Gods, 
and that the Worfhip render’d to them 
was a mixed Worfhip of that of the. 
Gods, and that of Demons. Plato in 
in like manner calls Demon the Soul of 
a Man, even before it be out of the Bodyy 
with refpect to that Excellency that 
makes him capable of becoming a De- 
mon, after his Separation. from the Body. 
All this perfuades me that. Plato believed 
but one fort of Demons, properly fo cal- 
led, and what I have noted of him jufti- 
fies that he own’d, that all thofe Demons 
were the Souls of Men departed, who 
had lived in the Pra€tice of Vertue. 
This is fo much the more probable that _ 
he faith, that it was above his Capacity

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to éxplain well what they were, whom 
they called Demons, and, that we muft 
abide by the Opinion of ancient Authors, 

~ who being the Sons ofs the Gods, did 
beft know their Parents Opinion, Now 
the Ancients are Hefiodus, and the other 
Poets of the fame Opinion, and who 
have faid that the Demons were the 

Souls of Men of the Golden Generation’; 
Hermes Trifmegiflus was one of the Sons 
of the Gods.

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fame (which doth not appear.) The 

_ Diftributioa made by Apaleius of the feve- 
ral Employments of each fort of Demons, 
muft alfo be own’d to have been a 
common Doétrine, and Plato’s Dottrine 

- too; and this is manifeft, that the Me- 
diatorfhip betwixt the Gods and Men, 
could belong (according to the common 
Opinion, and that of Plato) only to the 
Demons that had been mention’d: and 
this is the Affertion; for in the firft 
place Apuleius faith, That the Lares, and 
fuch as were called Dei Penates, are of the 
Number of thofe Demons that had beew Men, 
And in Explication of Plato’s Principles 
he fays, That the Demons, whom we may 
call Genia and Lares, are efleemed to be the 

Minifiers of the Gods, the Guardians of 
Men, and their Interpreters ; if they requeft- 
ed any thing of the Gods. Secondly, Apa- 
leius afcribes to the Demons who never 
were Men, another Office than of Me- 
diators betwixt the Gods and Men; he © 
fays, That they are always near and Affiftant 
to Men, temper ad funt, to confider all 
their Attions, and take Notice even of their 
Thoug hts ; that ae Men are it they 

go. 
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yo with their Souls to give Teftinsony of 

their Behaviour, whereupon Judgment is 
given. Hence it appears, that the Office | 
of carrying the Prayers and Oblations . 
of Men to Heaven, and bringing from 
thence. Bleffings and Rewards, did be- 
long to the Demons that had been Men ; 
that which Plato hath taught very clear- 
ly in the Places I have cited. They 
that will be more particularly informed 
concerning the Diftin&tion of Daemons, 

may read Marcillus Ficinus upon the 
zoth Book of Plato’s Republick, at the 
latter end, and in Timeo, ¢. 14. But 
let ic be noted, that here I take no- 
tice only of the airy Demons Mediators 
betwixt the celeftial Gods and Men: 
«which were alfo the Object of the Peo. 
ple’s Worfhip. 

If it be objetted, that the Demons 
cannot well be called the Minifters of 
the. great God, fince they believed fome 
good and fome evil Demons. J anfwer, 
that {have fpoken of the Demons Medi- — 
ators, and the common) Obje@ of the 

Heathen’ s religious Worthip ; the Sub- 
ject 
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ject requir’d not any notice to be ta- 
ken of others, nor to be diftinguifh’d, 
where the Heathen made no Diftin@ion. 
If in Platarch forme did believe wicked 
Demons, others do condemn that Opini- 

on. According to Plaroall Demons were 
Gods; and that Philofopher acknow- 
ledged no Gods but good ones. We 
have, faith St. Auftiz, De Civit. Dei. l. 8. 
c. 13. Plato’s Opinioa who faith that the 
Gods are good, that there is no evil Gods 
which deftroys their Opinion, who hold, that 
the evil Gods are tobe appeas'd with Sacri- 
fices, left they fbould do us Mifchief. Cel- 
fas own'd none but good ones. Origen 

contra Celf. lib. 8. fol. R03: | 

ir is here obje€ted, that the Heathen - 
in genesal did not believe that there 
were Demons in a middle State betwixt 
the great God and the Heroes, fince 
the Papapattioks believ’d no Spirits fave 
thofe which God had fixed to each 
celeftial Globe to turn it: That the 
Stoicks own’d no Demons, and that So- 

crate’s Opinion was very agreeable. to 
that of Chriftians.’ For anfwer to this 

I fay; 
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I fay, that the particular Opinion of one | 
Seét is no Reafon why the moft common 
fhould not be attributed to the general ; 
my Defign was. to fhew what was the 

moft general ObjeCt of the People’s De- 
votion, and the vulger Opinion on which 
it was grounded; I was not obliged to 
take notice of all the particular Opini- 
ons of Philofophers which were not — 
follow’d by the People. The Peripa- 
geticks did appear but very little in the 
Time of St. Pal; and thefe Intelligen- 
ces which they join’d to each Sphere, 
were none other then the Demons, which 
the Platonicians affixed to them, as 
Marcinus Ficinus witnefles; for all this 
they might believe the airy Demons — 
we are difcourfing of; I read nothing 
-of them for that Time upon that Sub- 
jet. The Opinion of Epicurus, who 
feem’d to deny all manner of Spirits, 
was then better approved than that of 
the Peripateticks, and yet it put no ftop to 
the Devotion then in ufe among the 
People, according to the Principles of 
Platonicians, Pythagorans, and the Poets :

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As for Ariftotle, lib. de: ‘Mundo, “6. if 
he be the Author ‘of that Book, ‘he 
furely -believ’d no'Dezmons, eithergood 
or bad; he believed one ‘orily God, 
who Belt placed in the higheft part

Modefly: Netther doth be believe ‘that’ he 
needs any Servants, or Help, but he can do 
all Things by one fi gle Motion, with: aes ;

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he [ets on work all others afterwards, And. 
yet he confeffes, that ancient Authars 
have faid, that all was full of Gods; 
and indeed Plato Rath it in his Epiz. 
This Doétrine of One God, who moves 
all Things by Him(elf, and without. 
Help, is taught alfo by Ariffotle’s Na- 
tural Philofophy. It is true, that in his 
Metaphyfick he allows to each Heaven 
a feparate Subftance, unmoveable, which . 

- gives Motion tothe-Orb. But.in the fe- » 
cond Book:of Heaven, A. 12. he affirms, 
That Heaven moves of it felf, as an 
Animal, and attributes a Soul to its 
which his ancient Greek, Arabian, and 

Latin ‘Intetpreters have called a rea- 
fonable Soul ;-fo:that it is not eafy to 
know Ariftetle’s particular Opinion ; 

| ‘However, hear» what he faith, lab. 2.

“TE any Man,’ (excepting him who is

Let every Man feflec& on ‘this Place, 
that will not believe, that any among 
the Heathen was fimple enough to think — 
that the Planets were Gods ;_ or that Fa- 
piter, Mars, &c. had their Abode affign’d- 
them in the Planets that bear their Names; 
and which have it, faith he, “ only be: 
“ caufe they believ'd that thofe Gods had 
“ particular Dominion upon the Influencé 
“ of thofe Planets. I remember not 
to have read of this Notion any where; 
there is fomething that comes near it, 
in the divers Sentiments of Philofophers, — 
mention’d by Cicero upon this Subject, 
in his Book De Natura Deorums but 
{ have found in the firft Book, that 
feveral Philofophers believ’d that the 

Planets were Gods. Plato in his Epz- 
yomis, teaches-that they are animated © 
Bodies, which muft be ador’d as Gods: 
and in Crytulas he fays, that thofe Gods — 
are called ey, /becaufe they run con- 
tinually. | ‘The Poets have declared; 
si Be en ya ee (4) that 



(a) that Apollo was in the Sun, asin aChariots 
which he guided, Diana likewt[e in the 
Moon, &c. Apuleius, in the Book 
which he writ of Plato’s Principles, and 
of Socrates his God, doth divide the 
celeftial Gods into vifible and invifible ; 
and faith, that the vifible ones are the 
Lights of the World, the Sun, the 
Moon, andthe Stars. sit 

But let us return to <Aviffotle, and I 
find that in his Time Men became 
Gods; he doth not declare his own O- 
pinion of the Matter, but here is what 
he faith, “If Men become Gods, as they 
“ hold, becaufe of the Excellencies of 
“ their Vertues, the Habie of their 
& Mind, muft neceflarily be contrary 
“« to a brutifh Habit. In one Word, 
in the 7th B. De Reipab. he tells us, 
That the Gods muft be honour’d by

As for. what is faid of Socrates, That his 
Notions mere conformable to thofe of C briftians, 
efpecially about Providence, 1 have read 

© what Xezophou relates in lib..1. and 4. of 
memorable Things, and have found their 
Philofopby intangled with Pagaz Errors ; 
but I met with no Chriftianity there. - 
He {peaks almoft every. where of Gods, 
in the Plural Number, and fometimes 
calls them Demons: at the latter end — 

_ of the ath Book, he faith, That a Demon 
whom. he calls God, hindred him from an- 
fwering his Fudges. Whereupon both 
Apuleius and Plutarch have written each 
of them.a Treatife ; the former of the

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God, and the latter of the Demon of 
Socrates; or as Amiot tranflates it, Con- 
cerning the Familiar Spirit of Socrates 5 
and both do affert, that this God of So- 
crates was a Demon; that is,. one of 
thofe lefler Gods, which were below 

and inferior to the great Gods. And 
will any Man think what Socrates fays, 
Lib. 4. That the Gods muft be honour’d after 

the Manner of the Country where we are ; 

doth favour much of Chriftianity. Ex- 
amine in the fame Book, his Converfa- 
tion with Theodora, and what Xenophon 
faith of him in his Banquet; and I af- 
fure my felf that Erafmus himfelf would 
not cry out, O Saint Socrates, pray for us! 

The wife Heathen themfelves were not 
pleafed with the Difcourfes of Socrates, 
touching the Divinity. They have ta- 
ken Notice, that he called the Sun 
God, and the Spirit of Man; and that 
he fpake fometimes as if there had been 
many (b). His Death was honourable 
to him, and made himbe looked upon as

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A Martyr, for having true Sentiments 
of the Divinity: But the Truth is, that 
he had no fettled Notions of God, and 

that he was put to Death merely for 
doubting of, and eppofing the common 
‘Opinion the others had of the Gods, 
which were eftablifhed by Authority. 

"The Fathers have fhew’d that they have 
had no high Efteem for him: And he 
that called him the Athenian Buffoon (as 
indeed Irony was his beloved Figure) 
was not minded to propofe him as an 

Example to Chriftians. What St. Az- 

fiia relates of him, De Confenfu Ev. c. 18. 
That every God is to be ferved after that 
Manner that himfelf hath ordained; doth 
fhew, that even an Heathen is fo keep 
the Orders of the Divinity which is ten: 
dered to him; but it juftifies alfo, thae 
this wife Man was never enlightned with 
the right Knowledge of that One only 
God, who hath reveal’d himfelf. to 
Man by his Word. However, Socrate’s 
Opinion was not the common Opinion of 
the Heathen; which we are now dif= 
courfing of ; for Xenophon, lib. 1. Ref: 
Mem. tells us, ‘That this Philofopher be:

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“This proves that; the- very deleftial 
Gods, whom the greateft part worfhip’d) 
had been Men as well as the Demons, 
and that St. 4affin was.in the lett 
De Civ. Dl. 8. ¢. 26. when he faid, 
That the whole Religion of the Haithien 
confifted in’ the Worlbip of dead Men: 
That which he proves by the-Autho- 
rity of Varro and Tri[megiftus, Twill add 
to what he fays, that the Genealogy 
of the Gods and their Actions, fet forth 
by the Poets, and particularly by Hefio-~ 
dus, as-alfo written in- Profe, and feri- 
oully related by Apollodorus, as true Hix 
ftories, could not beget any other Sen- 
timent in the People than this, That 
the Gods;. whom they ferved, had been 
Men. They-could not but be confirmed 
in this Opinion, by the Apotheofes, when 
they faw. that publick Authority- did 
from time to time canonize, and. fet in 
the Number of the Gods, fome Men, 
whom they-had feen to die. The-Civil 
Magiftrate, and both the high and or- 
dinary Priefs did unanimoufly labour to 
maintain the Vulgar in the fame O- 

pinion, 
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pinion, their Defign being to have the 
higheft Honours rendred after Death 
to them, who had beft ferved the State, 
whether in War, or in Peace; ion 

keep the People in Awe, by the Fear 
of that Divine Power, which thofe 
were rais’d up to in Heaven, to whom 
they had yielded Obedience upon Earth. 
This appears particularly by Plato’s 
Books, De Republica. “The Priefis were 
taken from among the Heads of the 
People, who could bear no longer the 
Burden of the Civil Wars ; or whom 

they thought fit to make the Heads of 
Religion, for the Good of the State. _ 

As for the private Notions they 
might have in their Souls concerning 
the Divinities they ador’d, and theit 
Worfhip, we may judge of them by 
the Difcourfe of one of their High-Priefts; 
Cotta in Cicero, De Nat. D. 3. © 1 
‘have been fenfibly touched, Balbuss 
¢ with your Exhortation, to remember 
‘ that I am Cotta, and a High-Prieft 5 
¢ I perceive that the Meaning is, that | 
¢ IT ought to defend the Dodtrine we 

* have 
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have receiv’d from our Anceftors, 
concerning the immortal Gods, and 
maintain the Sacrifices, Ceremonies: 
and Religion, that’s my Defign, and 
I did it always; and all the Difcourfe, 
whether of the Learned, or of the’ 
Ignorant, cannot take from me that’ 
Opinion I receiv’d from my Anceftors 
touching the Worfhip of the Celeftia!. 
Gods; but in the Cafe of Religion 
I confult with the High-Prietts that 
went before me, and not with the 
old Philofophers. I give more Credit 
to the Divine Lelias, than to the moft 
learned Stoicks inthe World. All: the 
Religion of the People of Rome con- 
fiftsinthe Sacrifices and Divinations: 
to which I may add the Predictions and 
Augures, whereof we are warned by 
the Interpreteis of the Sydz/s, and by 
the Harifpices. of Prognofticators. Lhold - 
that none of thefe Devotions is to be 

defpifed : and I am fure that the 
Foundations of our State were lay’d 
upon the Prognoftciations of Romulus, 
and upon the Ceremonies inftituted 
by Numa. "This is what Cotta beliew’d, 

G ‘ and 
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‘and what the High-Prieft ought to 
‘ believe: And now tell me yourThoughts 

for I am to learn of you, who are as 
Philofopher,the Reafon of our Religion. 

¢ But Tam to believe it upon the Au- 
¢-chority of ourAnceftors,tho’ no Reafon 
‘cof it were given me. Balbws having 
¢ asked him what he would have? he 
anfwered him thus, § The firft Thing 
* is, that tho’ all Men (except thofe that 
¢ are altogether ungodly) doagree that 
* there are Gods, and nothing can per- 
* fwade me of the come yet 1 be- 
‘ lieve it merely upon the Authoriny 
of the Ancients, and you give me no 

¢ Reafon why it fhould be believ’d. 
And a little after, ‘ Becaufe you judged 
¢ not that this Truth was as plain as you~ 
¢defir’d it fhould be, you would prove 

¢ by feveral Arguments, thar there were 

‘ Gods: as for me, it is fufficient that’ 
“the Ancients have convey’d it to ws 
‘ by Tradition; but you defpife Authors: 
‘ and will difpute by Reafon ; Give leave 

therefore tomy Reafon to difpute with 
‘ yours.” After this he maintains by 
Reafon the Athe:ficalPart which he fays 

he. 
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he did renounce to a9 to the Habita- 

tion of his Anceftors, and out of Refpect 
to their Authority. And what think 
younow? Doth not he, who calls him 
felf the High-Prieft among Chriftians, 
make good ufe of Heathenith Principels ? 
Do ye not think, that thofe who would 
have us believe che Trinity, and other 
Miyfteries of our Holy Religion, and the 
Divinicy of the Holy Scriptu re, upon 
none os Ground’ than betaufe'all chat 
was beliew’d by them that went before 
us, or upon the Authority of che Church, 
or of other Leaders, that they have not 
profited little by Corta’s Inftructions. 
But are you not grieved to fee*the 
Truths of Chriflianity treated at no bet- 
ter Rate than’ were the: Fables of the 
Heathenifh>. Worfhip: Do you not Judge 
then, that thefe, whio fo plainly declare 
thar they ftand to Chris: Religion only 
upon: Men’s: Authority, have noe in 
their Hearts better Notions of it than 
Cotta> had of that of his: falfe Gods’: 
It is apparent enough; that they 
who fo highly affert their Authority, 
of being the ‘only Guides in Matters of 

G 2 Religion, 
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Religion, have the fame Defign with thé 
High-Prieft, in Cicero’s Time. This is 
the only thing they aim at, to Main- 
tain the ignorant People in their 
Opinion, and in the Pradtice of thofe 
Ceremonies already receiv'd, but ne- 
ver to permit them to examine the 
Dotirine, enquire after the Truth, and 
reform and reCtify their Sentiments, 
Socrates was put to Death for offering 
at it, and the Maxim that caus’d it 
did not die with him ; Plato profited 
by his Example, and taught Cotta what 
we have heard of him : for he fpeaks 
thus, Jib. legum 11. “1 have faid that 
“ the Souls of the Dead have fome 
“ Power, whereby they take care of 
‘‘ humane Affairs; that is true, . and 
“¢ much might be faid on that Subject: 
‘¢ wherefore, unlefs Men were out of 
¢ their Senfes, they muft believe upon 
“ the Account of the Ancients and 

«¢ commonly receiv’d Tradition, and 
“-the Authority of the Law-givers that 
“« have ordained it,

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Of the Wor|bip both of the 
Gods and Demons. 

INCE we ate entred upon the 
Subject of Demons become Gods, 

we muft not leave it without fome 
Refletions upon what Plataych fays, 
That their Worfbip was a mixt Worfbip of 
that of the Gods, and_of that of Daemons : 
which clearly difcovers that there was a — 

Difference, at leaft, according to the 
Philofophers Opinion, betwixt the Wor- 
fhip peculiar to the celeftial Gods, and 
that which belonged to Dare as 
indeed Ti rifmegiflus, fo often quoted by 
St. Auftin, faith in Afclepio, “ That 
“ Heaven and the celeftial Gods were 
 pleas’d in receiving the Admirations, 

Praifes, and Obedience of Men; where- 
upon he makes a large Commentary, 

“and then ends with thefe Words.: 
To Honour the Divinity. with Sim- 

“* plicity 
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6c pliciey of Spirit, and a pure Heart, 
“ to reverence his Works, and give 
“¢ Thanks to his Will, which alone is 
“ good; this is true Philofophy, which 

- Bis. pollused by no troublefome Cu- 
“ riofity.” At the latter end_he falls 
to Prayer, and Afclepivs having whi. 
{per’d to him, that to-his Prayers fhould 

Be added’ offering of Incenfe and other 
Perfumes, he grows angry, and’ anfwers 
thus, “* Ajclepius, you ought to have 
“© better Thoughts ; it'is'a kind of Sa. 
“- criledge to. cen inca. to any thing 
“elle but God; when we- pray, nos 
: thing is wanding to.him, who him- 
@ felfis all Things ; but we worfhip-by 
“ siving of Thanks; the high Incenfe 
“: which God requiresis, that Mitt fhould! 
“sive him Thanks.” I thinle to fee: : 
by this, the Difference betwixt the Wore 

— fhip of the Gods and that of Demons: — 
which muft’ be this, That the Worfhip | 

~ afthe Gods muft be fpiritual, and con-_ 

fifted' in. holy Meditations, the Affé&tion 
of the Heart, giving of Thanks, and 
Obedience; and that of Demons, was 
all that- Pomp of Ceremonies, and of. 

fering | 
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fering of Sacrifices: As indeed as to 
Temples, Trifmecifius faith “ That as 
“ the Supreme God, the Lord and 
“ Father, hath made the celeftial 
“ Gods ; fo Man hath made the Gods 
“ that are in. Chutches. And what 
follows clearly fhews, that his Notion 
was, that the Gods made by Men, 
were truly Gods, made up (faith he) 
of the Divine Nature, and of the Matter 
that was found among Men. It is true 
as it is added, that Men cannot create 
Souls, but they call in the Souls of Demons, 
or of Angels, Apuleius {peaking of Dx- 
mons of the fecond Order, which had 
been Men, faith likewife, “That they 
% were called Gods, who having led a 

wife and juft Courfe of Life, were 
“ honoured by Men, who confecrated 
“ Temples unto them, and appointed 
“ Ceremonies for their Worfhip; and 
'™ by thefe own’d them for Divinities. 
‘Wherefore it is manifeft, that Philo- 
fophers believed that Churches weré 
confecrated only to Demons that had 
been Men. ‘hey had the fame No. 
tion of Images, Tri/megiftus faith, That 

Mex 
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Men having invented the Art of making 

Gods, did call in Invocation the Souts 
of Demons, to put them into thofe holy 
Imazies, and that by this Means the Idols, 
Idola, have Power to do Good or Evil. 

~ Note that in this Place, Idol and Image’ 
are the fame thing. .As for the Sa-, 
crifices and Ceremonies, we have feen 
that Apuleius reckons them among 
the Honours rendred to Demons of 
the fecond Order, that is, which had 
been Men. He doth not tell us with 

what Form of Worfhip the others mutt. 
be ferved, tho’ he declares that they 

afe religioufly to be honour’d. Hear 
how how he fpeaks of what-is due to 
the Celeftial Gods and to Daemons; 
«© All the Celeftial Gods do always en- 
¢ joy the fame eternal Equality, the 
“ fame Temper of Spirit, which never 

— exceeds its Bounds, either towards 
“ Grief or Pleafure: God cannot be 
“ fubje&t to any Commotion, either of 
“ Action or. of Love; he can neither 
“ be .tranfported with Anger, nor. 
“ moved with Pity; he is freed from 
¢ all Pafions, ne can neither mourn 

“ noc 
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© nor rejoyce, oc. But all thefe, and all 

“ things of this kind belong to De: 
_ mons, who are in a middle Ele. 

yation ; they are as we, capable of 
“ being provok’d and appeas’d ; they 
e caD be angry and compaflionate ; Meri 

_“ may obtain their Favour by Offerings, 
© fotten them by Prayers, and provoke 

“ them by Injuries, Gc. And for this 
“ Reafon, we areto receive with Faith 
“ the divers Obfervations of Religion; 
“ the Devotions of facred Ceremonies 
“© and Sacrifices. “The Meaning is, that 
if Men had refpeét only to “the Ce. 
leftial:Gods, who can be fenfible of 
nothing, there would be no need of all 
the Cer emonies of Religion; they fhould 
be honour’d, according to THiliieeifiuss 
Opinion, by pure Obedience and Thank 
giving : But that by reafon ofthe Varie- i 

ty, which the Demons are capable of» 
all thofe Religious Ceremonies muft be 
obferved, whereby Men do endeavour, 
either to appeafe them, or to get Fa- | 
vours from them. Whereupon it fhould 
be noted, that thé Celeftial Gods, who 
were Demons before, having not quite 

pue 
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put off their Nature and former Af- 
fe€tions, were, according to Plutarch’s 
Opinion, to be ferved both as Gods and 
as Demons, that is with a mixt Wor- 
fhip, honouring them with Hymn, 
and Praifes, as Plato teaches ; it is like. 
wife requifite to build them. Temples, 
to. offer Sacrifices to them to pleafe 
them, to keep clofé to the Ceremonial Ob- 
fervations of Religion, as it is pra@ti- 
fed inthe Worfhip of Demons. . Seeing 
therefore, that the Multitude of Gods 
which the Heathen worfhip’d in their 
Images, with Sacrifices. and other Religi- 
ous Services, were either Demons Me- 
diators, or. Demons: raifed up to Hea. 
ven, and all fuch Gods as. had been Men, 
as appears, by the Hiftories of their Lives, 
and..of their Tranflations: It follows, 
that: all the Religion of the Heathen 
confifted in the Worfhip of Dead Men; 
and that St. Pawl was in the right 
when he faid, That what the Heathen 
offered, they offered it to Demons ; 
for thus it thould be tranflated, and 
not to. Devils.

which the Septuagint have tranflated De. 
mons, for the Words of St. Paul, in this

where Mofes fpeaking of the Sacrifices

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which the Children of I/rael offer’d to the 
Gods of Moab and of Midian, faith (according 

to the Tranflation of the Septuagint of 
the Vulgate, and of Tremelius) They offered 
‘to Demons, not to Gods : We tranflated, - 
They offered to Idols that are no Gods. The 
Tranflation of the Seventy, which St, 
Paal follow’d, doth Anfwer the Hebrew 
Text, better than the other: Sched, which 
both the Seventy and St. Pal, have 
tranflated Demons, hath great Affinity — 
with the Word Scaddai, one of the 
Names. which the holy Language gives. 
to God alone, to fignify that "God a- 
lone is” ‘fafficient to Himfelf, andto all - 
Things befides. The Septwasint have 
tranflated Sched twenty Times by the 
Word Vafos, which fignifies a Woman’s 
Breft that affords fufficient Nourifhment 
for young Childrens but they have re- 
der’d it but twice by the word Demozs, 
uz. Deut. 32. 17. and Pf. 106. 37. the 
only Places wherein it is ufed to fignify 
a Form of unlawful Worfhip. My Ob- 
fervation is this, that the word Sched. 

anfwers well to that of Demos) 
which without doubt was an Honoura.

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ble Nadie given to the Object ofreli- 
gious Worfhip by the Neighbouring 
Nations, and particularly the py Wa 

whofe Language had much Affinity 
with the Hebrew, as the Grecians gave 
the Name of Demons to them, whom.

I infer from it is, that it clearly ap-— 
pears that the Apoftle doth here fet

Te E foregoing Doéttine is taught 
us by the firft Commandment of 

the Law; Thou (ball have none other God, 
er Gods before, or upon my Face, Two:

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That tho’ there is no other God but 
one, and that an Idol is nothing in 
World ; yet whatfoever Men fet up 
as an Objet of religious Worfhip, is 
termed God in holy Scripture, becaufe 
it is fubftituted and placed in the room 
ofthe true and only God, who ought to 
be the fole Object of Religion. 2. Theother 
is, that in this Precept God fpeaks to 
‘Men that own him as God, and pro- 
fefs to worfhip him: He doth not 
forbid they fhould deny him, that they 
fhould go and ferve other Gods; but 
he forbids particularly, they fhould 
ferve any other in his Prefence, or with 
him; thofe that are guilty of the for- 
mer do caft God behind their Backs, 
Rom. 14.9. but they that commit the 
‘the latter Crime, do ftill pretend to 
ftand in God’s Prefence; their Sin is; 
that they will have other Ob- 

je&ts of their Devotion, before, befides 
-and with him, Ezek. 23, Be. The Terms 
of the Commandment feems to point 
at thofe who place certain Objes of 
their Devotion betwixt God and: them- 
elves, and as before, or upon God’s 

Face 
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Face, to cover the dreadful Mayjelty 

- thereof, that they may approach ic with 
le{s Fear. It may be faid here, that as un. 
der the Law the Face of God was the 
Ark towards which they worfhip'd, was 
the only Symbole of God’s Prafenine. and 
asa Means to draw near unto him: and 

~ thatasunder the Law God would not that 
c his People fhould have any other Obje&t of 

their Devotion; but Himfelf, who fpake 
to them out of the Ark, nor contrive 
any other Way. of drawing nigh 
to him, nor fancy any other Token “of 
his Prefence with them: So under the 
Gofpel he will have no Chriftians to ac- 
knowledge none ozher Obje& of their 
religious Services, than - God wha 
manifelted himfelf in 9fefus Chrift, the 

* only Mediator betwixt God and Men, 
nor feek after any other Means of ob. 
taining his Grace and Favours, than the 
fame oft Chrift. Difobedience to this 
Law, is the Error which St. Paul pro- 
phefied fhould. prove the great Unhap- 
pinefs of the Chriftian Church, when he 
faith, That fome {ball fall away from the 
Faith, giving up themfelves to feducing 
Spirits and Dottrines of Demons. OF

EARTHY is it fay’d that the Name 
(% of Demon is lefs fearful than 
that of Devil, feeing that Mr. Daizlle 

obferves, that it is always ufed to fig- 

nify an evil Thing in the Tracflation 
of the Septudgints ;and that in the Book 
of the Ads it is uled otherwife but in 

one Place, and that with refpe@ to the’ 
wrong Judgment which the Heathen 
made of it? To this will be anfwer'd, 

that the Word Demoz hathalways form- 

ed inthe Mind of Chriftians the Idea 
of an Evil Thing, as reprefenting to 
them either the Obje& of abominable 
< | i Idolatry) — 
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. Idolatry, or thofe Evil Spirits that are 
conftantly called by this Name, as Origen 
obferves, Lib. 5. ag. Celfus. It fignifies 
always the one or the other of thefe 
Things in the New Teftament, even 
Ais 17..18. In the Tranflation of the 
Seventy, it is ufed fix or feven times 
to the fame Purpofe: we have already 
feen two Places where it expounds a 
Word fignifying a forbidden Wor fhip, 
P/. 96, 5. It fhews the Signification of 
the Word Elilim, which we tranflate © 

Tdols, and Iz. 56. 44. to expound the 
Word Gad, which we tender the Hoft 
of Heaven ; in both which Places, men- 
tion is made of falfe Divinities. Be- 
fide thefe, the Seventy likewife uled 
the Word Demon, to explain the Hebrew 
Word Sebbirim, Ifa 13. 21. which we 
tranflate Bugbears, and it fignifies a kind 
of Wild Beaft or Night Bird, apt to 
fright Folks, and which were to thelter 
themfelves in the Ruins of Babylon, 
after it was deftroy’d; and dae he ae, 
to expound the Word Tiijim, which ficni- 
fies the Wild Beafts Which were to | l¢pair to ‘the Ruins Of Bofra. The 

molt} 
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- moft conftant Ufe of the Word Demon, 
_hath been to reprefent thofe Animals of 
a Middle Nature, betwixt God and Man, 
which we call Avels, and were fo 
named by the Heathen themfelves in 
Afclepio. Chriftians have called Evil 

Angels Demons, and to the good they 
have given the Name of Angels only. 
Thofe among the Heathen, “who ace 
knowledged Evil Demons, called them- 
felves Pe eicia. and mifchievous An- 
gels; but with them the Name of De- 
mon was conftantly an honourable 
Name, which they gave to the Nobleft 
ObjeGis of their religious Worfhip: 
whenfoever the Scripture makes ufe of 
it to exprefs an Object of Religion, it 
always intimates a falfe Object, and 
Chriftians look upon it with Abhor- 
rence; but the Heathen notwithftanding, 
have taken this Name, in their Senfe,. 
for the Name of a Thing worthy of 
their Veneration, fo that when in 

Scripture it fignifies an Object of A- 

doration, it is taken in bonum partem, 

for a Venerable Name, with refpect 

to the Judgmene that the Heathen 
I 2 made 
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made of it; but it founds iff in the 
Ears of Chriftians. It is not only Ads 
37. that ic is ufed to fignify a good 
Thing, but alfo 3 Cor. 10. and it 
cannot be taken in another, Rev. 9. 
20. according to the Notion of the 
Worhhippers there fpoken of, tho’ we 
tranflate it by the Word Devils, ac- 
cording to our Notion. I fay therefore, 
that the Word Demon doth reprefent 

to Chriftians none but odious Objets ; 
yet it could not, at leaft in St. Paul’s 
Time, infpire fo great an Horror asthat 
of Devils ; for, obferve in the firft Place, 
that in the Greek Tongue, then fookert- 

every where, and underftood by every 
Body, the Word Demon fignifies Lear= 
70d, whereas Devil fignifies a falfe Ac- 
cufer. Secondly, none ever imagined 
that the Word Devi fignified any thing 
that was good: but the Name Demoz 
was efteem’d by moft as very Venerable, 
in a conftant Converfation among Men ; 
and ufing,as they do, fome Words which 
they diflike not, leffens very much 
the Averfion we might otherwife have 
for them, tho’ at this time we do not 

di- ' 
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diftinguifhthem, and .we look upon the 
Names of Devils and Daemons to be 
Synonymous, tho’ the one comes.out eafier 
than the other: we obferve likewife in 
reading the Holy Scripture, that the 
Word Devil is always without any Ti- 
tle or Adjun&, which can intimate any 
difference between the Things to which. 
this Name is given; but the Name De- 
mon is fometimes ufed with Diftinction, 
which implies that this Name may be 
eiven as well to good as to Evil Things, 
as Luke 4. 33. The Spirit of an unclean 
Demon, or as itis in fome Copies, An 
impure Demon. 

Two notable Differences there are be- 
twixt thefe two, firft that the Holy 
Scripture applies the Word Demoz both 
in the Singular and in the Plural Num- 
ber, to the fame Things : But tho’ the 
Word Devils is three times ufed in the 
Plural Number, to fignify fuch Perfons 
as are given to flandeiing, yet never 
but in the Singular to fignify the 
Evil Spirit: ‘This fhews that the Scrip- 
ture will not confound thefe two Names 
' as 
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as we do,and the Things which are 
reprefenttd by them. The frft Place 
‘where we meet with the Word Siataes 
Devil, according to the ~Septaagini’s 
Tranflation; isin the beginning of the 
Book of ‘fob, where we find it twelve 
times in two Chapters, and always ae 
expound the Word Sata, which isthe 
Name of that wicked Spirit that flander‘d 
“fob, and would deftroy him. ‘The firft. 
place in the New Teftament is in St. 
Matthew, when he tempted our Saviour 3 
St. Luke calls the Tempter the Devil, 
and St. Mark names him Satan 5 which 
clearly fhews that he who tempted 
Chrift, is the fame that accufed Job. The

the fame Sataz in Hebrew, and Devil 
according to the Seventy, who with- 
ftood the High-Prieft Jeb fbuah, and who 
is reprefented contending for the Body 

of 
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of Mofes, Fade. 9. from whofe Power 
Men are delivered by the Preaching 
of the Go/pel; in one Word, who had 
the Empire of Death, and whom Chrift 
hath overcome by his Death. This 
Word dae Boros. iS not found in the Greek. 

Fleatheni{o Authors to fignify a Spirit, 
or any other particular Thing: And I 
do not think that the Heathen knew 
this great Accufer, Adverfary, and ge- 
neral Enemy of Mankind, which we- 
call the Devil: They that beliew’d wicked 
Demons, never gave them this Name, | 
neither was it given to that evil God, 
the Author of all Evil, whom fome, tho”. 
but few, did affirm to ftand in oppofi- 
tion to the Almighty and good God, © 
but whom they never look’d upon asan’ 
envious, jealous Spirit, to accufe Men - 
before God, and endeavouring by all 
manner of Ways and Means to deftroy ~ 
them. We have no Knowledge of this - 
Spirit called the Devil, and Satan, but 
Iby the Revelation of God’s Word: it” 
ifhould be obferv’d therefore, that the 
\Holy-Scripture {peaking of Demons, that” 
were the Objeé& of the Heathenith — 
as Worthip, 
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Worfhip, names them often in the 

Plural Number, according to the Notions 
of thofe Idolatrous Nations, but never 

of the Devil, or Satan, the true Caufe 

of Man’s Fall: but as of one to whom 

is attributed the Sedu€tion of the 

World, and of the Nations,. the Ori- 

ginal a Mens Inclinations to do Evils 

and oppofing God’s Grace and Man’s 

Happinels. 

The fecond Difference to be taken 
Motice of is, that the Scripture never

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gives the Name of Demon to any living. 

Man, but-that of Devil; and Satan to: 
feveral, as to Hadad, 1 Kings 4. 14 
to. Rezov, Ver. 23. 25. to St. Peter, 

Matt. 16. 23..in the fame Senfe. that. 
David called Abifcai by the fame Name, 
2 Sam. 19. 22. thefe- Men”are call ed 
Satan, the Name of the moft fearful and 

cruel Enemy and Adverfary of Mankind’ 

to exprefs’ the greatnefs of the Injury d 
they: offered by their Oppofitions and ~ 
Contradictions. In Sto Joba 6. 70. it. 
is faid of Judas, that he was a Devil, - 

in” 
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in the fae Senfe that this ‘Niinc is 

given to Hammon by the Septuagint, Heft. 
17. 4. and chap. 3- ver. 1. where we 
find the Hebrew Word TIfar, which fig- 
nifies a violent Oppreflor: the Reafon 
of this is, that the Devdl or Satan isa 
real and true Being, and moft wicked 
of all Creatures; and the Holy Scrip. 
ture will have us to underftand that 

ail thofe. are like him to whom it gives 
this Name; whereas the Haan ho- 
nour’d by the Heathen, have no real 
Exiltence, and the Holy Gholt would 
not give > the Names of Things that have 
no Being but in Imagination, to thofe 
Perfons whofe real Qualities were to 

be declar’'d and fet forth. 

I conceive, that it will be obje&ted, 
that the Demons of the Heathen were 
real Things, fince what was worfhip- 
ed under that Name, were the Soul. 
of dead Men, and that fome did alfo 
underftand by the fame Name, them 
th at we call | Agels. To: this l anfwer 
that both Angels is and the Souls of dead 

Men, are indec d real in themfelves, but 
Ix as 
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as to that Mediation, the Knowledge 

of Human Affairs; the Power of com- 

manding, of defending, of communicat. 

ing good thins ¢«. and above all, that 

adorable Divinity attributed to them 

by their Worfhippers, they were nothing 
in truth. St. Paal faith it expreily, 

1. Cor. 84. and Chap. 10. 19. 1 know 

that he fpeaks there of Idols, that is, 

of Images confecreated in the Hea- 

thens Temples, for this is the Meaning 

of the Word Idol, even in Apuleius in 

Afelepieo. But the Apoftle doth not,confider 

thofe Images in themfelves, that either 

in their Matter or Form, for that was 

fomething, but with refpet to what 

they were in the Imagination of I- 
doliters, who believed that they repre- _ 

fented fo many Divinities; that they 

were not fimple Statues, but Images 

full of Spirit, that wrought Wonders, 

and knew Thingstocome, did foretell 

them by Dreams or otherwife, and 

caufed Difeafes to fall upon Men, and 
cured them afterwards: Holy Images, 

into which Men having found the 

Art of making Gods, did introduce 

: ees eae the 
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the Souls of Demous, or Angels: in 

one Word Idols. Idola, which alone had 
the Power of doing Good or Evil. And 

do you not find here all that is faid 
now of the Images of Laaretta, and fe- 
veral other Places. With refpet to 
this, St. Paal faith, that the Idol is xo- 

thing in the World; becaufe that what 
they would have it tobe, is no more | 

than the Vertue afcribed to it; that 
there is no God; but One and what 
the Gentiles did. offer, they offered it 
to Demons, not to God; and Demons 

where nothing but imaginary Divi- 
nities... 

Wie gather from both thefe Differences, 
that tho’ the Heathenifh Opinion con- 
cerning Demons, and that which was 
to be in vogue among Chriftians con- 
formably. thereunto, had the Devil for 
their Author; yet in that Place St. 
Paul’s Meaning is not that they were 
Dottrines of Satav,or of the Devil, of 
whom he makes no mention, nor Doét- 
rines infpired by Devils: there being 
but one only Devil, whom the Apo/fle 

K 2 would 
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would have named in the Singular 
Number, fince he is never fpoken of o- — 
therwife in the whole Bible ; nor yet 

Dottrines fuggefted by Demons, which | 

were nothing: But that they were 

Opinions which Men would hold con- 

‘cerning the Worfhip of Dead Men, an- 

fwerable to them which the Heathen © 

had conceived of their Demons. Many 

Chriftans, faith Vives upon chap. 27. of - 

lib. 8. St. Auft. De Civit. D. “ Do Evil 
«in athing that fhould be Good, they 

« Honour the Saints, both Men and — 

“Women, after the fame manner that 

“ they ferve God: and I perceive’ not 

what may be the Difference in many 

« things betwixt the Opinion they have 

“ of the Saints, and what the Ges-. 

« ¢iles thought of their Gods. 

As touching the Offices attributed 
to Demons, 1 will tell you that they 
are fet forth by Plato, Apuleius, Platarch 

and Celfus, in the forenamed Places, 
and that all thefe Authors do add here 
to the Teftimonies of Hefodus in his 

Poem, whofe Title is, Of the Works of 
a ee 
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Days. Plato, in lib. Legum 11. afcribes 
to Valcan and Pallas, the Protection of 
the Workmen who labour’d in Things 
pertaining to Life; to Mars and Pallas 
that of Smiths, who made offenfive and 
defenfive Weapons, and fays that one 
God is over one thing, and another over 
another thing. See Arznobius, lib. 3. Vof- 
fius de Idol. Gentium, lib. 1. ¢. 7. The 
Veneration of Sepulchres and Relicks is 
allow’d in the Heathenifh Authors ; 
you will find it. particularly in Jib. 5. 
of Plato’s Re/p. and in Cicer. lib. 2. Legum, 
You may read upon this . Subject: the 
fixth Book of Arnobius.

That there is but one 
Devil, or Satan; and 
of the Angels [poken of, 
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| Hat there is but one Devil, feems 
| to be both a bold and falfe Affer- 
tion, fince Scripture {peaks of feveral 
Angels that finned in the beginning, 
and of Angels of Satam;yet the Scripture . 
that tells us-that there is a Devil, or 
Satan, never {peaks but of one only, 
to whom it afcribes the Sedu@ion of 
Man, and all the Malignity tending to 
his Deftruction. I know that the con- 
trary Opinion is the moft common a= 

| mong | 
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mong Chriftians, and I do not look - 
‘upon it as dangerous to condemn them 

that hold it; but I fay, that it doth 

not feem to have any F ondation in 
_God’s Word ; andI believe, they have it 
from fome other Place. 

We have feen that among the Hea- 
then fome believed that there were 
wicked Demows, whom they called Ca- 
codemons, and mifchievous Angels: the 

_ fame Opinion was among the Jews, after 
_ they were divided into feveral Seéts, 
The Saddaces believed neither Refur- 
rection, nor Angels, nor Spirits: But 
the Pharifees, who had better Credit 
with the People, and who did all that 
they could, to deftroy the Saddaces, did 
omit nothing to eftablifh the Opinion 
of Spirits 5 they followd the Notions 
of the Heathen concerning Demons, and 
called Demon and Spirit, every thing 
that difturbed Men in any extrordi- 
nary Manner: The fame Notion ts crept 
in alfo among Chriftians ; and it is com- 
monly believed, that Sata was an Azgel 
of Light ; the chief and head of many 

others, 
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others, whom he drew with him into 

-the fame Rebellion, and doth fill a€t 

againtt Man by his Order. But where - 
is it faid in Scripture, that Satan was an 
Angel, that he was the head of Angels, and 

his Troop follow'd him in his Rebellion? 
It may be they will quote that Place, — 
Rev. 9. 11. where St, Jobe {peaks of 
the Angel of the Bottomlefs Pit. But 

befides that, this Book contains Pro- 
phefies, on which no certain Principle can _ 
be grounded. St. Fobx {fufliciently dif- 
covers in the firft Chapters, that by ~ 
the. Word Azgels he underftandeth Mez 
fent ; and according:to his Interpreta- 
tion, I believe that this Azgel of the 
Abyfs, called in Hebrew Abbadon, and 
in Greek Appollon, is a Man whom 
God hath fent in his Anger to confound 
and deftroy Men. If we confider well 
the a. whereof this Angel of the 

Abyfs is the King, we hall perceive 
without much to do, that it is a Man 
who is the Head of Men, come from 
the Depth of Error and Confufion, to 
torment other Men after a cruel man- 
acer; and | know none with whom this 

| agrees 
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—agreés better than the Head of the 
-Fryars, and of the Inquifition. The An- 
Sels of the Dragon who fought with him, 

-againft Michael and his Angels, Rew. 1 Pig 
are alfo Men; the Minifters of Saran 

that feduce and torment the World, 
they fight againft Jefus Chrift the Head 
of the Church, and againft his ‘Mini-« 

‘fters, and the eternal Fire is prepared 
for them, as well as for him that fent 
them, Mar. 25. 4. That Angel of Sa: 

tan who troubled St, Paal, wasa falfe 
Teacher, an Apoftate that ftuck clofe to 
him, to keep him: from reft; I believe 
it was Alexander the Copper-[mith, wha 
had done him much Evil, 1 Tim. 3.20. 

<i . os © 
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It will be alledged further, that St. 
Jude ver. 6 fpeaks of thofe Angels 
“who kept not their Eftate, as we render 
it: But you cannot find there that Mul- 

-titude of Spirits commanded by Satan, 
and Partakers of his Rebellion ; Nothing 
but Prejudice can there fizd Angels, who 
never were Angels. The Holy. Ghoft, 
who never gives but. fit and ‘proper 
Names, doth never call Angels, but fuch as were fent upon fome Errand or other. 
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The Spirits fuppofed to have follow’d 

Satan in his Revoult from the beginning of 

the World, had not yet been fent of God ; 

and if St. fade meant it of them, he repre- 

fents them bound with Chains from that 

time, fo that they could not never fince be 

either Angels or Meffengers. If you read 

the Apoftle’s Difcourfe without Preven- 

tion, you will find that the common 

Explication doth not allow him a very 

exact Way of Reafoning ; his Defign 

is to perfwade Chriftians to maintain 

conftantly the Good Fight of Faith, and 

not fuffer themfelves to be carried a- 

way by the Examples of thofe, who 
turning the Grace of God, into Wan- 
tonnefs, have renounced the only Lord 
Jefus Chrift our God and Saviour ; and 
his Argument to this Purpofe is the 
Fear of God’s Judgments, whereof he 
mentions here three notable Examples. 
x. Thatof the Children of ral, who 
after their Deliverance from Egypt be- 
liev’d not, and where deftroy’d 5 this 
was known by the Hiftory. 2. The 
Hiftory of the Rebellion that appear’d 

after 
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after the Return of them that were 

fent to fpy the Land of Caan. 3. Here 
is fee down for a third Example, Sodom 
and Gomorrah, whereof likewife the. 

Hiftory was ‘well known, and often 
fpoken of by the Prophets: for the fe- 
cond is reckoned the Punifhment of 
thofe Angels that rebell’d with Satan in 
the beginning of the World, and who.are 
referved under. Darknefs, in Bonds, of 
which no mention is made in any Part 
of the Scriptures; and that Example, 
till then unknown, was no {trong Ar- 
gument, to ftir up the Spirits, neither 
could ig be conveniently joined. with the 
reft. Let no Body alledgehere Tradition, 
or fome Book that is loft; for befides 

that, what depends upon Tradition, and 
may be faid of the laft Books, is very 
uncertain ; it is unlikely that St. Jade 
would have placed betwixt two Exam- 
ples, fo well known by the holy Hifto- 
ry, another Example, whereof no men- 
tion at all is made in the facred Oracles 
committed to the ews, and faithfully 
preferved by them. Let me ask here, 

: | a3: What 
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What obliged Interpreters to tranflat® 
the Word a'exi, by this firft Ejffate, or 
Original ? except it was the Defire of - 
finding here, that Fall of many Angels 

or Spirits, which is found no where 
elfe, and whereof Men are fo eafily 
erfwaded, I know not how nor where- 

fore. The Vulgate tranflates Principalities, 
which doth not agree very well with 
a Troop of Spirits under the command 
eof a Head. If you mark well the 
Context, and the Terms which the A- 
poftle makes ufe of, you will eafily 
difcover here the Men fent to view 
the Land of Canaz, Numb. 13. 3. who 
were the Chief of every Tribe, and 
heads of the Children, *Agzwo, and who 
did not obferve on that Occafion, what 
was becoming that Rank and Dignity 
they were in among their People; 4 
therefore they loft it with their Lives, — 
Numb. 14. 37. St. Fude charges them 
with a double Crime, That they up- 
held, or maintained not their Dignity 
Ghat is they fhewd not that Courage 
and Refolution which became the Heads 

of 
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of the People, and then to have lef 
( "AmoAlmayTat TO” Drop "cunaThptay,) their Habira- 

tion, or the Country that belonged to 
them ; that is they renounced it, they 
gave over the Defign of entring into it : 
This marks exactly the Perfons I am 

{peaking off a 

Thefe may alfo be difcover’d in 
2 Peter 2. 4. there it is faid, That God 
fpar’d not the Angels that finned; for 

—thefe Words, thar finned, do direQly 
point at thofe of St. Pawl. Heb. 3. 17. 
Who finned, and whofe Carcaffes fell ix 
the Wilderne{s, and to whom the Lord 
fwore, that they fhould not enter into his 
Ref. Thefe are the very Men who 
rebell’d, when they were upon the 
Point of entring into that Land which 
had been fpied out for them imme. 
diatly before. It is true, that what 
St. Peter faith may be applied to 
all thofe, who being fent by God, do 
rebel again{ft his Commandment ; but 
there is not in the Scripture any Ex. 
ample fo remarkable of a Rebellion of 
Men fent of God, as of thefe that 

were 
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were fent to fpy the Land of Canan. 

‘This Rebellion did highly provoke 

God, fince he punifhed it with the grea- 

teft Severity- 

You will ask perhaps, Whether 
Men fent by Men may be called Az. 

gels ? which Title feems to belong only 

to God’s Meflengers. I anfwer, that 

thofe who. were fent to fpy the Land, 
were fent by God, fince they were 

fent by his Orders, who: had marked 

their very Perfons, Namb.13. 3. I mult 

add, that befides the frequent Ufe. of 

this Word Angel in profane Authors, 

there is nothing more ufual in the Greeks 

Tranflation of the old Teftament than 

this Word, to fignify Meffengers fent by 

Men. Thus were they call’d, whom 
Stacob fent to his Brother E/aa, Gem 
22, 3. So were they, whom Mojfes: fent 

to the King of Edom, Namb. 20. 4. Thofe 

of Fofbua in the Tent of Acham, ‘Fofb. 

7, 2, Thole of Gideon to Ephriam, “Judges 

7. 24. This Expreffion is not unknown 

to the New Teftament ; you meet with 

He 
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it, Ads 12. 15. Fam. 2. 25. where the 
two Men fent by Yofbua to fpy FJerico, 
are called Angels. After this you will 
not think it ftrange that both Se. Peter 
and St. ude fhould give the fame Names 
tothofe whom Mojfes fent to view te 
the Land of Cavan, 
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Of the Demons or Spirits 
which our Saviour caft 
out; and of the Spirits 
of Python. 

ig isd notable Queftion how thofe 
™ Spirits may be called which poffeffed — 
Men in the Days of Chrift’s Fleth, 
and the Spirit of Python: Thefe fhould 
by no means be called Devils, fince 
the holy Scripture doth’ not call 
them fo, and that ie {peaks but of one 
Devil. But we may call that which 
tormented Men at that Time, Demons 
or Spirits, becaufe the Scripture doth — 
often give them thofe Names. I know 
that fome will fay, that if they were 
Spirits and Demons, they muft be evil 
Spirits and evil Demons, and therefore 
they may be called Devils, who attended 
the Service of Satan, as Head of the 

Evil 
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Evil Spirits, and fo they may be call’d 
Devils: But let it be remember’d, that 
I have not defined what they were, but 
Ihave told you how I might call them, 
according to the Scripture, which fpeaks 
Mens Language, and names Things as 
Men were wont to name them. God’s 
Word doth readily call Demons the Ob- 
jects. of the: Heathens Adoration, be- 
caufe the Nations call’d them fo, tho? 
thofe Obje&ts were but » imaginary 
Things. The. Scripture calls Bahal, that 
is, Lord and Maffer, that Idol whofe Wor- 
fhip was introduced. in I/rael in the 
Days of King Ahab, becaufe the Wor- 
{hippers of it termed it fo ; tho’ it was 
nothing in the World, no more than 
Demons were: And fo, becaufe the Names 
of Demons and Spirits were commonly 
given tothofe Things which vexed and 
difturb’d Men, the Holy Scripture doth 
without Difficulty give them the fame 
Names (a). There was ‘nothing more 
common among the ‘ews, than to a- 
pee ie gs Se 
ral Pata et = berg 17.15, = prove this by feve- 
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{cribe to evil Spirits the moft trouble- 
fome Evils, efpecially thofe whereby 
the Body was tortur’d with Violence, 
and the Spirit agitared with Phrenfies: 
“ The Madmen, faith Vives, and the 
“ Furious, were called Demons by the 
“ Gentiles ; and the Pafflions wherewith 
“ we are tranfported, are called Demons, 
“ by feveral Platonicans.” Y may fay - 
therefore that thofe Spirits or Demons, 
from which Chrif delivered Men, were 
Phrenfy, Epilepfy, Madne/s, Lunacy, Melan- 

choly, and the like; yea, perhaps butan 
extraordinary Fever; for all thefe were 

Demons and Divinities among the Hea- 
then (6). They were not fuch in Truth ; 
but, as I have noted, the Scripture 
{peaks with the Va/ear,and doth not name 
Things otherwife than they were wont — 
to be named: But if we take Notice 
of feveral Things to which the Scripture 
siveth the Name of Spirit, it will ap- 
pear, that they were only the Humours ~ 
and AffeG@iions whereby Men are proved

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to be of fuch Temper and (2) Difpofition, 
That other Spirit which guided Caled, 
Namb. 14. 24. was nothing elfe but his 
Faith and Courage oppofed to the Incre- 
dulity and Cowardline{s ofhis Companions, - 
That Spirit which made Senzacherib to 
return into his Country, was the Fear 
that feiz’d on him at the Sight of the 
dead Bodies that were flain in his Camp 
by the Angel. That zew Heart and xzew 
Spirit that God commanded his People 
fhould have, Ezek. 8. 31. are certainly 
new Sentiments and new Affections. The 
Spirit of Fornication, fpoken of by the 
Prophet, Hofea 4. 12. is the Paffox of 
that Vice. When our Saviour told the 
two Sons of Zebedee, Luke 9: 55. Ye kxow 
not what Spirit they are of ; it was to let 
them underftand that they knew not the 
Nature of that Affection, which made them 
{peak as they did. That Spirit of Slum. 
ber {poken of I/aiah 29. 10. and Rom. 11, 
8. is nothing elfé but that natural Stu- 
pidity to which God abandoneth Men, 
HAHE bt. lui he ne

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In whom he will nor thew the Power 

| of his Grace. The Spirit of Meekne[s, 
1 Cor. 4, 21. and the Meeknefs of Spi- 
rit are one and the fame Thing. To 
walk by the fame Spirit, 2 Cor. ch. 12.v. 8. 
is to a€t according to the Suggeftions . 
of the fame Affection, What our Savi- 
owr faith, Matt. 12. 43. of the aaclean — 
Spirit, phe being gone out of his Houfe, and 

finding it fwept and garnifbed, doth return 
with feven other Spirits worfe than himfelf, 
is a Parable occafion’d by the ordinary 
Way of Difcourfe among the People, 
and which can by no Means be under- 
ftood of that fort of Spirits in queftion s 
but is eafily underftood,without Violence. 
offer’d to the Words es Vice, from which 

a Man guilty before hath abftain’d for — 
a Time, but without the true Application of 
himfelf to Virtue ; fo that the AffeCtion 
of that Vice returning, holdeth the Place: 
with greater Power and Empire thambe-. _ 
fore ;and proves them accompany’d with 

many others that will not fail to follow. 
St. Petey hath written a Commentary upon. 
this Parable, 2 Pet. 2. 20, “ That if, 
$s after t having efcaped the Pollutions of 

¢ Ene 
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“ the World, through the Knowledge 
“ of the Lord ee. Saviour fefas Chrift, if 
“ they be again intangled and overcome, 

the laft State of fuch is worfe than 
“ the firft.” For what is faid, faith the 
Jefuit Maldonat, that he goeth and taketh to 
himfelf feven other Spirits worfe than him- 
felf; that fignifies nothing elfe than this, 
That if the honeft Men do lofe their Ho- 
nefty,by defpifing the Divine Grace, they 
commonly become the worft of Men; — 
as if inftead of one unclean Spirit that 
was in them before, feven more were 
come in, | 

All this being well confider’d, none 
will think it a ftrange Thing that Dil- 
eafes and corporal AffeCtions, fuch as I 
noted before, be called after the common. 
Notion Demons and Spirits, yea unclean 
Spirits, evil and wicked Spirits, no more 
‘than to fee the Name of wicked: Spirit 
given to Jealoufy, Numb. 5.14.To Infi- — 
delity, Fudg. 9. 23. To Fury, which tor- 
mented Saul from Time to Time, and. 
‘which was quieted by the Sound of Mu- 

fical 
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fical Inftruments, 1 Sam. 16. 14, 23. To. 
the Diftemper of the Woman that lad, > 

been bound eighteen Years, Luke 13.11. 
This. Expofition is fo much the more 
probable, that the Demoniacks are named 
among the Difeafes which our Saviour — 
cured: They brought unto him (faith. ote 
Matthew 4. 24.) thofe that were fick, of di- 
vers Difeafes and Torments, as Demo- 
niacks, Lunaticks, and Paraliticks, and he 
cured them all. By thefe Cures our Sa- 
viour juftified, that he was the Meffiah 
promifed, and of whom thefe Things © 
were prophefi ed. Therefore St. fobu the 
Baptift being in Prifon, and having fent 
to him two.of his Difciples to ask him, 
whether he was indeed he that was 
come, or whether they fhould look for 
another; he cured’ before them feveral 
Perfons of divers Difeafes and Plagues, 
and of evil Spirits, and gave Light to 
many that were blind, Lake 21. 22. 
After this he fpake chet to them, Go, 
and tell fobn what Things ye have feen iid 
heard ; the Blind fee, the Lame walk, the

as the Prophets had named otherwife. 
For this fhould be carefully remember’d, 
that it was not the Greatnefs of the Mi- 
racles which proved Chrift to be the 
Meffiah, but chiefly becaufe the Miracles 
which he did were the fame that it 
was foretold he fhould do: But we do 
not find that it was prophefy’d that he 
Should caft out Demons or Spirits out 
of Mens Bodies, but that he fhould. 
cure all Manner of Difeafes; which

has 
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makes it: plain, that .thefe ‘Demons or 
Spirits, from which. he deliver'd Men, 
were Difeafes : And indeed Luzacy, or 
Epilep{y, whofe Fits do follow the Courfe 
of the Moon ; and fuch as tormented the — 
Child, Matt. 17. 15. are natural Diltem- 
pers, and yet it is faid, that when Chrift 
curd him, he rebuked the Demon which 
went out, and he was healed, ver, 18. 
and was not the Demon and the Sick- 
nefs the fame Thing? and it is faid, that 
he rebuked the Demon in the fame Seni 
that he rebuked the Fever that afflia- 
ed St. Peter’s Mother-in-law, Luke 4. 30+ 
We find in other Places, that they were 
amazed to-[ee how he commanded with Au- 
thority and Power the unclean Spirits, and 
they went forth s that is in the fame Senfe, 
that after having faid rebuked the Wind | 
and the Sea, be thou ftill, they faid one 
to another, Who is that? even the Wind 
and the Sea do obey him. 

_ Thofe Diftempers, that were called

cover’d another Spirit, than that they 
had, or fhould have, or a quite contra- 
ry Difpofition. As I know at this Time 
a Gentleman very exemplary for his Pie- 
ty, Modetty, and an unblameable Be- 
haviour with all Men; yet in the Fits 
of a Diftemper which has feiz’d upon 
him but fince three or four Years, 
among other Extravagancies, he feldom 
utters one Word but you would think 
that the unclean Spirits of the World 
have all. taken Poffeffion of this Man.

Symptoms of Madnefs matk’d by the 
Evangelifts, were exactly the fame with 
them of the Lye ei which makes 
a Man think felf poffefs’d with 
a Devil, or turned into fomething that 
he is not. Among the Heathen fome

the Heathen were not Ignorant of, which 
made David to fing, That the Lord ts

Some Difficulties may be thought to 
be in this; as, 1.

which taught’ it the blind Man in the 
Way, Matt. 9. 27. I¢ may be obje@tedy 
in the fecond Place, that the Deiiiivn 
themlelves did cry out, that: Jefus wasi 

_ the Chrift the Son of God, and that ourSa~ 
viour forbad them to publifh it: But. L 
fay, that the Demons: are named for the . 
afflicted Perfons; for St..Mark tells usy 
Chap. 3. 11,12. that when the unclean 
Spirits faw him, they fell down and 
cry’d ; for it was not the Spirits, but the 
Men tormented with them, did fee, and 
cried, and. fell downs If Chrift forbad 
thofe Men.to tell who he was, it is be. 
caufe he would not have it publickly 
known as yet ; bythe fame Reafon that 
he commanded the Leprous that he had 
cleanfed, the blind Man he had made 
todee, yea, his very Difciples, vizk Sty. 
ark hath it, Chap. 3.-ver. 12. That 
oe fhould not make it known. 

But. the erent Difficulty lies in this, 
that the Deizoniack called himfelf Legion, 
and pray’d, that they might. enter into 
the Herd of Swine, which being grant. 

ed, 
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ed, the Hogs caft themfelves headlong into the 

Sea; all which cannot be {uppofed to be 

the mere Effe&t of abodily Difeafe, or of 

a diftemper’d Mind. Yet whatfoever the 

Difficulty may be, it cannot oblige us 

to acknowledge feveral evil Spirits that 

come from without to torment Men’s 

Bodies; or to fay with Fofephus, lib. 7. 

Belli fud. c. 15. That thefe vexatious Spi- 

vits were the Souls of wicked Men that died 

anconverted : A Notion which Fu/fia Mar- 

yr liked fo well, that he made it an Ar- 

gument of Subfiltence of the Soul after 

Death, Apol. 2. And truly were we to 

finda Troop of Spiritual Guards for Sa- 

tan, and incorporeal Angels, I would 

not feek further than the Damned Souls, 

who hate God and every Thing that is 

acceptable to him: But my Opinion is» 

that the Departed Souls of wicked Men, 

are all like the rebellious Meflengers fpo- 

ken of by St. Jude, referved under Darknefs 

in Chains; or, as St. Peter hath it, fank 

with Chains of Obfcurity and kept in Prifon, 

until the Fudgment of the great Day, 2 Per. 

2, 4. and fo they can do no Harm to 

any Man living ; for, certain it is, that 
thofe
